· North end some survivors, some damage a lot of brambles  
· South end 2 circles some survivors some damage 
· Semi-circle near the brook not really showing much growth yet but most look OK
What do you want to do about replacing missing plants? 
Do you want him to strim around the planted areas like he did last year, or do you think this may encourage vandalism?
The Parish Council resolved to ask the Woodland Trust to replace the trees and to ask the Parishioner to strim around the planted area.
